GURSKIS, ICE BEARS RETURN TO POSTSEASON
knoxville cleaned house after missing the playoffs for the first time in franchise history following a last-place finish in the 2023-2024 season. new head coach john gurskis 
spent the last five seasons as the assistant coach for the echl’s wichita thunder, and previously spent 11 seasons with the South Shore Kings junior team where he served as 
the General Manager and Head Coach across eras in the EmJHL, USPHL and NCDC divisions. the ice bears WENT 25-24-7 this year after starting last year 1-8-0. AFTER a 12-game 
losing streak (0-10-2) that lasted from january INto EARLY march. THE ICE BEARS bounceD back WITH A 6-3-1 RECORD IN their last 10 games. KNOXVILLE IS JUST 4-16-2 AGAINST 
ROANOKE SINCE THE START OF LAST SEASON HEAD-TO-HEAD, INCLUDING A 2-8-1 MARK AGAINST THE DAWGS THIS SEASON HEADING INTO THIS SERIES.

SOPER, OSIK, WILLIAMS LEAD THE WAY FOR ICE BEARS
JIMMY SOPER WAS ONE OF THE BIG OFFSEASON SIGNINGS FOR KNOXVILLE, BECOMING THE TEAM’S CAPTAIN AFTER LEAVING AN EXTENSIVE STINT IN THE ECHL. SOPER JOINED HIS BROTHER KYLE, ONE 
OF THE FEW RETURNERS FROM LAST YEAR’S TEAM, AFTER SERVING AS AN ALTERNATE CAPTAIN FOR MOST OF LAST year WITH RAPID CITY IN THE ECHL. SOPER HAS 47 GOALS, 75 ASSISTS, AND 240 
PIMS IN 228 CAREER ECHL GAMES, WHILE ALSO NOTCHING 37 GOALS, 51 ASSISTS, AND 229 PIM IN 166 CAREER SPHL GAMES BETWEEN KNOXVILLE AND MACON. OSIK HAS BEEN A BRIGHT SPOT AS WELL 
FOR THE ICE BEARS, LEADING THE TEAM IN ASSISTS AND POINTS WITH 33 GOALS AND 55 ASSISTS IN 123 CAREER SPHL GAMES IN HIS CAREER. ROOKIE TYLER WILLIAMS (37 POINTS IN 52 GAMES) AND 
JASON BRANCHEAU (34 POINTS IN 50 GAMES) HAVE BEEN KEY PIECES AS WELL. ADD IN RETURNERS KYLE SOPER AND DAwsON MCKINNEY, AS WELL AS VETERAN NEWCOMERS LIKE mitch atkins AND 
CARSON VANCE, plus, additional returnees kodi schwarz and tyler rollo being added to the mix recently, and tHE ICE BEARS HAVE A solid ROSTER.

MUNDINGER, VIROSTEK MAN THE PIPES
AFTER STEPHEN MUNDINGER AND TALOR JOSEPH TOOK CALL-UPS IN FEBRUARY, THE DOOR OPENED FOR ROOKIE HUNTER VIROSTEK TO MAKE HIS SPHL DEBUT AGAINST ROANOKE IN FEBRUARY. AFTER 
SPENDING THE SEASON WITH THE FPHL’S BLUE RIDGE BOBCATS UP TO THIS POINT. AFTER STARTING OUT IN TRAINING CAMP IN ROANOKE THIS FALL, VIROSTEK HAS GONE 17-10-2 WITH A 2.91 GOALS 
AGAINST AVERAGE AND A .914 SAVE CLIP IN 30 GAMES FOR THE BOBCATS IN HIS ROOKIE SEASON IN THE FPHL. MUNDINGER IS STILL THE NUMBER ONE, WITH A 18-13-5 RECORD PLUS A .909 SAVE CLIP 
AND A 2.97 GOALS AGAINST AVERAGE IN 40 GAMES FOR THE ICE BEARS THIS SEASON. EXPECT MUNDINGER IN NET THROUGHOUT THIS FIRST ROUND SERIES.

2018 PRESIDENT’S CUP
DAWGS SWEPT BY TOP-SEEDED RIVERMEN

THE FIRST-EVER PLAYOFF GAME IN FRANCHISE HISTORY TOOK PLACE AT THE LAHAYE CENTER IN LYNCHBURG, AS ROANOKE FELL 3-2 TO PEORIA. ON LESS THAN A 
48-HOUR TURNAROUND, ROANOKE DROPPED GAME TWO TO THE RIVERMEN 4-1.

2019 PRESIDENT’S CUP
DAWGS ACCEPT PEORIA CHALLENGE, THEN EDGED IN SEMIS BY BULLS 

IN THE CHALLENGE ROUND, TOP-SEEDED PEORIA CHOSE FIFTH-PLACE ROANOKE INSTEAD OF THE THREE LOWER-RANKED TEAMS THAT THE RIVERMEN COULD 
HAVE PLAYED. THE DAWGS TOOK DOWN PEORIA 4-3 AT HOME IN GAME ONE. GAME TWO SAW ROANOKE LEAP OUT TO A 4-0 LEAD, AND THE DAWGS HELD ON 
DESPITE EIGHT POWER PLAY CHANCES BY THE RIVERMEN TO SECURE THE SERIES SWEEP WITH A 4-3 VICTORY. THAT TOOK ROANOKE TO THE SEMIFINALS TO 
FACE BIRMINGHAM. THE DAWGS DROPPED GAME ONE BY A SCORE OF 4-3, THEN HANDLED BUSINESS ON THE ROAD IN GAME TWO IN A 4-1 WIN, GAME THREE WAS 
A BACK-AND-FORTH AFFAIR, AND THE BULLS CLOSED IT OUT WITH FOUR UNANSWERED GOALS TO WIN 6-4.

2022 PRESIDENT’S CUP
DIRTY DAWGS MAKE CINDERELLA RUN, LOSE IN FIRST FINALS APPEARANCE

ROANOKE ENTERED THE PLAYOFFS AS THE EIGHTH SEED., TAKING ON A KNOXVILLE TEAM THAT SET A NEW LEAGUE RECORD FOR WINS ON THE YEAR, ROANOKE 
BOUNCED BACK FROM A 4-1 GAME ONE ROAD LOSS TO TIE THE SERIES IN A 5-1 GAME TWO BLOWOUT AT HOME. ON EASTER SUNDAY, THE DAWGS SCORED TWICE 
IN THE FIRST FIVE MINUTES, AND HELD ON FOR A 3-1 WIN THAT UPSET THE TOP-SEEDED ICE BEARS. ROANOKE MATCHED UP WITH TWO-SEED HUNTSVILLE IN THE 
SEMIFINALS, AND STORMED PAST THE HAVOC 5-3 IN GAME ONE. A 36-SAVE SHUTOUT BY AUSTYN ROUDEBUSH IN GAME TWO LED ROANOKE TO A 2-0 WIN, AND 
A SERIES SWEEP. IN THE FINAL AGAINST THE PEORIA RIVERMEN, THE DAWGS FELL IN THE CLOSING MOMENTS OF GAME ONE 3-2 BEFORE FALLING 7-3 IN GAME 
TWO. ROANOKE EXTENDED THE SERIES WITH A 4-3 GAME THREE WIN AT HOME, BUT PEORIA WON THE TITLE 3-2 IN OVERTIME IN GAME FOUR.

2023 PRESIDENT’S CUP
DAWGS TAKE CARE OF UNFINISHED BUSINESS, WIN FIRST PRESIDENT’S CUP

AFTER A FOURTH-PLACE REUGLAR SEASON FINISH, THE DAWGS FACED EVANSVILLE IN THE FIRST ROUND. A 4-2 WIN ON THE ROAD IN GAME ONE WAS FOLLOWED 
BY A 4-0 GAME TWO SHUTOUT WIN, WITH AUSTYN ROUDEBUSH STOPPING ALL 32 SHOTS. THE SEMIFINALS SET A REMATCH OF THE 2022 FINAL AGAINST THE 
TOP-SEEDED PEORIA RIVERMEN, AND ROANOKE WON GAME ONE 3-2 AT HOME. AFTER FALLING 5-3 AT PEORIA IN GAME TWO, THE DAWGS ROARED OUT TO A 
3-0 FIRST PERIOD LEAD TO CHASE REIGNING PRESIDENT’S CUP MVP JACK BERRY FROM THE RIVERMEN NET, AND HELD ON FOR A 5-3 WIN TO GET BACK TO THE 
FINAL, WITH NICK DEVITO TALLYING FIVE GOALS IN GAMES TWO & THREE COMBINED. IN THE FINAL AGAINST BIRMINGHAM, THE DAWGS WOULD SPLIT THE FIRST 
TWO ROAD GAMES IN ALABAMA WITH A 4-2 WIN AND A 2-0 SHUTOUT LOSS. GAME THREE IN ROANOKE SAW A BACK-AND-FORTH GAME GO TO OVERTIME. FOA-
NOKE SECURED A 5-4 WIN IN OT TO TAKE THE SERIES LEAD. THE NEXT NIGHT, THE BULLS TO TIED THE GAME WITH 10.1 SECONDS LEFT IN REGULATION AT 1-1. 
CAPTAIN MAC JANSEN NOTCHED THE OT GAME-WINNING GOAL, AS THE DAWGS WON THEIR FIRST PRESIDENT’S CUP WITH A 2-1 WIN IN GAME FOUR. ROUDEBUSH 
WON PRESIDENT’S CUP MVP, DEVITO LED THE SPHL IN THE POSTSEASON IN GOALS & POINTS, AND STEPHEN ALVO DID THE SAME FOR ASSISTS.

DAWGS MAKE FOURTH STRAIGHT SEMIS, FALL TO HAVOC IN TITLE DEFENSE

TRYING TO DEFEND THEIR TITLE, THE THIRD-SEEDED DAWGS WERE NEARLY SWEPT BY SIXTH-SEED QUAD CITY. AFTER A 3-2 OT LOSS ON THE ROAD TO THE 
STORM, ROANOKE NEEDED TWO GOALS IN THE FINAL SIX MINUTES OF GAME TWO TO WIN 3-2. A 7-1 BLOWOUT BY ROANOKE IN GAME THREE PUSHED THE 
DAWGS BACK TO THE SEMIFINALS AGAINST FIFTH-SEEDED HUNTSVILLE. THE HAVOC WON GAME ONE 5-2 AND ROANOKE WON GAME TWO 5-4, BUT THE HAVOC
