ALGER, kestner, returners HEADLINE HUNTSVILLE ATTACK
HUNTSVILLE HAS LOST A FEW BIG NAMES FROM LAST YEAR, SUCH AS BUSTER LARSSON, JACK JAUNICH, ROBBIE FISHER, AND DYLAN STEWART. FORTUNATELY, ALL-SPHL SECOND TEAM SELECTION AUSTIN

team captain dominick procopio brings 217 games of sphl experience under his belt, and will also has some talent back with him on the blue line. craig mccabe is building on his 
breakout rookie year from last season when he had 27 points and a plus-16 rating, currently sitting second among sphl defenseman for points at 12 with a league-best plus-12 
rating from the blue line. kevin weaver-vitale appeared in the postseason for the havoc and now enters his first full year in the sphl. new arrival lincoln erne brings 83 games 
of echl experience, ben schultheis played four years of ncaa-d1 hockey at ferris state, and jaxon camp boasts echl and ligue magnus (france) experience. match that with 
returning goalie brian wilson, who in three seasons for huntsville has a 32-17-9 record with a 2.53 gaa and a .915 save clip, and huntsville is tough to break down.
