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OFFENSE WAS BIG LAST WEEK
The Dawgs are coming off a weekend split against Quad City. After routing the Storm 8-0 on Friday night behind 
a Matt Dorsey first-period hat trick and six multi-point efforts, the Dawgs were kept quiet on Saturday in an 
8-1 loss to Quad City. With 17 combined goals scored over the weekend, watch for another high scoring series 
as Knoxville gets set for a home-and-home with the Dawgs. After tonight, Roanoke has 12 games remaining and 
currently holds the number five spot in the SPHL standings. Of those 12 remaining games, six will come against 
the four teams ahead of the Dawgs in the standings (two at Peoria and four against Huntsville).

BROUGHMAN’S BEEN HOT
Dawgs forward Travis Broughman has been on a tear as of late. The third-year Dawg has totaled 10 points 
over his last four games, including a seven-point weekend in three games last week.

With Bryce Martin serving a two-game suspension this weekend, watch for the newly acquired Number 19 to 
make an impact on the ice. The Massapequa, New York native is coming off the 2025–26 season with 
SUNY-Potsdam, where he led the team with 12 goals and added eight assists for a team-high 20 points.

GURSKIS, ICE BEARS HOPING TO START LATE-SEASON push
Knoxville cleaned house after missing the playoffs for the first time in franchise history following a last-place finish in 2023–24. New head coach John Gurskis led the Ice 
Bears to a 25-24-7 record last season, pushing Knoxville back into the President’s Cup Playoffs. After a Game One loss to Roanoke, Knoxville roared to life, winning four of its 
next five games against Roanoke and Birmingham to advance to the President’s Cup Final before falling to Evansville. Knoxville is just 11-19-2 against Roanoke since the start 
of the 2023–24 season, but had won five straight over the Dawgs before Roanoke’s 2-1 victory on December 27. Currently sitting sixth in the SPHL standings with a .534 points 
percentage, the Ice Bears will look to climb the table over the final month of the regular season.

TRYING TO REBUILD A WIN STREAK
After falling to the Dawgs 3-2 on February 5, Knoxville rattled off five consecutive wins for its longest winning streak of the season, before being swept by Birmingham last 
weekend. The Bulls outscored the Ice Bears 10-3 across two games at the Pelham Civic Complex. With just five weekends remaining in the regular season, Knoxville returned to 
the win column Thursday night with a 3-1 victory over Fayetteville at the Knoxville Civic Coliseum. The Ice Bears have not won inside Berglund Center since November 26, when 
they defeated the Dawgs 7-4.

GOALIE MOVEMENT WITH MUNDINGER OUT
Roanoke has grown accustomed to seeing Stephen Mundinger between the pipes for Knoxville this season. Mundinger has played in five of the eight meetings between these 
two clubs, posting a 2-2-0 record with a 2.40 goals-against average in those contests. However, the netminder was placed on 14-day injured reserve following the February 
14 game and is not on the active roster for Friday night’s matchup. As a result, Knoxville signed 26-year-old Connor Green from the Baton Rouge Zydeco (FPHL). Green is 2-2-0 
through his first four SPHL games and owns a .911 save percentage. The former SUNY-Potsdam teammate of the newest Rail Yard Dawg Ryan Mahlmeister has yet to face Roanoke 
in his pro career. Knoxville also has Cristian Wong-Ramos available. The 25-year-old has appeared in just two career SPHL game. after making 36 saves in the win last night, 
Knoxville’s two active goaltenders enter tonight having a combined six SPHL games played, 203 saves, and a 4-2-0 record.
