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DAWGS ROUT FOXES ON FRIDAY NIGHT
The Dawgs took the weekend opener with a 6-1 win over Fayetteville on Friday night. Dominiks Marcinkevics and 
Travis Broughman each recorded multi-goal efforts, while Noah Finstrom and Khristian Acosta also found the 
back of the net. Roanoke outshot the Marksmen 39-23 en route to its 30th victory of the season. The Dawgs will 
now look to win a third straight and complete the weekend sweep.

JOE WIDMAR STANDS ALONE
Joe Widmar cemented himself in Dawgs history on Friday night. The forward recorded three assists, with his third 
helper pushing him past Nick Ford’s franchise record for most points in a single season with his 73rd point of 
the campaign. The 31-year-old from Northbrook, Illinois is putting together a season to remember, leading the 
SPHL in points (73) and assists (47) while ranking second in goals (26). Widmar also sits two assists shy of tying 
Ford’s single-season assist record (49) and three goals shy of matching Mac Jansen’s single-season goal mark 
(29). With three games remaining, Widmar has a chance to add even more to his historic season.

WELCOME HOME, DOM
Friday night also marked the first time since April 20, 2024, that Dominiks Marcinkevics took the ice at Berglund 

Center. The forward was an integral part of the Dawgs’ 2023 President’s Cup championship team and has spent the 

past two seasons in the ECHL with the Reading Royals and Atlanta Gladiators, as well as time in the FPHL with the 

Pee Dee IceCats. After re-signing with Roanoke last week, Marcinkevics has recorded three goals in two games, 

including a multi-goal performance on Friday. A fan favorite in the Star City, Marcinkevics has appeared in 97 career 

games with the Dawgs, totaling 30 goals and 42 assists for 72 points in his career.

COACH SHARKEY SHAKING THINGS UP IN YEAR TWO
Head Coach Kyle Sharkey got off to a solid start in his first season behind the bench for Fayetteville (30-19-7) after Ryan Cruthers departed the position in the summer of 
2024. The Marksmen slipped a bit late last year after a hot start, going 18-15-6 after opening the season 12-4-1, followed by a 2-0 series sweep by Birmingham in the first 
round of the President’s Cup Playoffs. After a 6-6-2 start this season, Sharkey traded two of the team’s leading point scorers in Tim Kent (Birmingham) and Mike Moran
(Pensacola), and later dealt defensemen Alex Wilkins and John Aonso. In return, Fayetteville acquired four forwards across three separate trades — Sam Dabrowski and Matt 
Wiesner from Pensacola, Shane Murphy from Birmingham, and Trey Fechko from Roanoke. The Marksmen will need to get the offense going, having scored just one goal in four 
of their last seven games, as they continue their push to climb out of 10th place.

FECHKO TEAMING UP WITH MONCOVICH TO LEAD FAYETTEVILLE FORWARDS
Fayetteville rookie Graeme McCrory (27 points in his first 45 SPHL games) is back after an extended ECHL call-up, returning one of the Marksmen’s top contributors to the 
lineup. Longtime team leader John Moncovich (118 points in 150 career SPHL games) continues to headline the Fayetteville attack. Add in recent additions like former Roanoke 
forward Marcus Fechko (13 points in 19 games with Fayetteville) and Shane Murphy (24 points in 39 games with Fayetteville), and the group has shown strong production.
The Marksmen also feature experienced contributors in Cayden Cahill (120 points in 208 career SPHL games), and Ryan Leith (50 points in 160 career SPHL games).

CONNECTIONS BETWEEN THE DAWGS AND MARKSMEN
Fayetteville and Roanoke have seen several transactions linking the two teams in recent seasons. Most notably, defensemen Alex Wilkins and John Aonso were acquired by 
the Dawgs on January 18 in a trade that sent Trey Fechko to the Marksmen. Wilkins appeared in 93 career games with Fayetteville over three seasons, while Aonso skated in 
33 games with the Marksmen earlier this year. Additionally, Marksmen veteran Khristian Acosta played in 49 games with Fayetteville last season, recording six goals and 16 
assists. Acosta joined Roanoke in early October as part of the trade that sent Tim Kent to Fayetteville. Finally, Dawgs captain Matt O’Dea has a connection to Fayetteville as 
well, appearing in four games with the Marksmen as a rookie during the 2019-20 season before eventually finding a home in the Star City.
