DAWGS TIE SERIES AT ONE
The Dawgs evened the series at one game apiece with a 4-3 victory on Saturday night. Goals from Matt Dorsey, 
Gustav Müller, Ryan Reifler and Noah Finstrom, including the game-winner, powered the effort. The Dawgs 
fended off a late Evansville comeback attempt to secure the win. Gabe Rosek also made his first career SPHL 
postseason appearance, playing the final 16 minutes and stopping all 12 shots he faced. Roanoke broke out of 
its power-play drought, converting twice for its first two power-play goals of the postseason. 

TRAVELING TO EVANSVILLE FOR THE FIRST TIME
Roanoke plays at the Ford Center for the first time this season tonight. The last time the Dawgs traveled to 
Evansville, Indiana, was December 20, 2024, in a 6-2 loss to the Thunderbolts. However, Roanoke is 1-0 all-time 
in this building in the postseason, earning a 4-2 victory to open the 2023 first round. That loss also stands as 
one of just two postseason home losses Evansville has suffered since 2023. The Dawgs own the only sweep at 
the Ford Center in the series’ history, accomplishing the feat in 2016 with 3-2 and 5-3 victories

DAWGS COLLECT AWARDS
On Monday, the SPHL announced that Joe Widmar and Matt O’Dea were selected to the All-SPHL First Team, 
while Travis Broughman earned All-SPHL Second Team honors. Widmar and O’Dea become the third and fourth 
First Team selections in Dawgs franchise history, joining Brad Barone (2017-18) and Brendan Pepe (2023-24). 
In addition, on wednesday it was announced that O’Dea was named the 2025-26 SPHL Defenseman of the Year 
after recording nine goals and 28 assists. This marks the first time since Brendan Pepe (2023-24) that a Dawgs 
player has won the award.

THE CHAMPIONS LOOK TO DEFEND THEIR TITLE
Last season, the Evansville Thunderbolts hoisted the President’s Cup for the first time in franchise history. Despite entering the postseason as the No. 7 seed, Evansville 
went 6-0-1, defeating Huntsville in Round 1 before sweeping top-seeded Peoria and sixth-seeded Knoxville to claim the title. Over the last three President’s Cup Playoffs, all     
featuring semifinal appearances, The Thunderbolts are 10-4-1. Of the 20 players on last season’s postseason roster, 10 return for this year’s run, including Isaac Chapman, 
Jordan Simoneau, Matthew Hobbs, Tyson Gilmour, Ethan Lund, Myles Abbate, Joey Berkopec, Cameron MacPhee, Cody Karpinski, Kristian Stead, Aiden MacIntosh, Caleb Huffman, 
Derek Contessa, Aaron Huffnagle and Scott Kirton. Additionally, these TWO teams met in the 2023 President’s Cup Playoffs FIRST ROUND, and Hobbs, Huffnagle and Kirton were 
part of that matchup, AND ARE set to face Roanoke once again in 2026.

FIRST ROUND COMEBACK HEROICS
Evansville enters the semifinals with serious momentum after a dramatic 4-3 overtime win to clinch their opening-round series. The Thunderbolts trailed 1-0 entering the 
third and later faced a 3-1 deficit, but responded with two goals in a 30-second span late in regulation to force overtime. Isaac Chapman delivered the series-clinching goal 
in overtime, while Kristian Stead was strong in net with 32 saves. The comeback marked Evansville’s first win all season when trailing after two periods, snapping a 19-game 
drought. Offensively, multiple players contributed, with Caleb Huffman leading the way with a goal and an assist. 

GOALIE DEPTH SHAKEUP
Entering the 2026 season, the Thunderbolts lost both goaltenders from last year’s championship team in Cole Ceci and Talor Joseph. Ceci spent two seasons in Evansville and 
made deep postseason runs in both 2024 and 2025 before departing for the NIHL’s Romford Raiders. Meanwhile, Joseph moved to Birmingham and faced Roanoke in the first round, 
allowing eight goals while posting an .810 save percentage. To address those departures, the Bolts acquired Kristian Stead from Knoxville. Stead is 7-8-0 all-time against 
Roanoke in 16 career appearances and now anchors Evansville’s crease heading into the semifinals. Rounding out the goaltending room is fifth-year league veteran Cody 
Karpinski, who is making just his second career postseason appearance (2022, Pensacola).
